I.
The Gospel ministry enriches the needy.
  :12

A.  God exercises great power on their behalf.
“Now many signs and wonders were regularly done among the people by the hand of the apostles.  And they were all together in Solomon’s Portico.”
  :13

B.  God’s power repels some.
“None of the rest dared join them, but the people held them in high esteem.”
  :14-16

C.  God’s power attracts many.

“And more than ever believers were added to the Lord.”

5:17-42
II.
The Gospel ministry enrages the self-sufficient.
“But the high priest rose up, and all who were with him (that is, the party of the Sadducees)…”
  :17-18

A.  They are jealous.

“…and filled with jealousy they arrested the apostles and put them in the public prison.”
  :19-39

B.  They are frustrated.

“But during the night an angel of the Lord opened the prison doors and brought them out…”

2.  by the disciples’ relentless testimony





“…and said, ‘Go and stand in the temple and speak to the people all the words of this life.’ And when they heard this, they entered the temple at daybreak and began to teach.”
:21-22




a.  in public





“Look!  The men whom you put in prison are standing in the temple and teaching the people.”






:27-29




b.  in private






“But Peter and the apostles answered, ‘We must obey God rather than men.’”
:30-32



3.  by the gospel of Christ





“The God of our fathers raised Jesus, whom you killed by hanging him on a tree.  God exalted him at his right hand as Leader and Savior, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.  And we are witnesses to these things, and so is the Holy Spirit, whom God has given to those who obey him.”
:33-39



4.  by their own standards





“But a Pharisee in the Council named Gamaliel…”
5:40-42
III.
The Gospel ministry exalts the faithful.
“…and when they had called in the apostles, they beat them and charged them not to speak in the name of Jesus, and let them go.”
  :40-41

A.  We are counted worthy to suffer for Him.

“Then they left the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer dishonor for the name.”
  :42

B.  We are counted worthy to serve Him.

“And every day in the temple and from house to house, they did not cease teaching and preaching Jesus as the Christ.”
