Satan sometimes has access to our bodies. 

“Skin for skin…. ‘Very well then…’” 

A.  God delights in our perseverance (2:1-3)



“And he still maintains his integrity, though you incited me against him…”

B. We are tougher than Satan thinks (2:4,5)

“But stretch out your hand and strike his flesh and bones, and he will surely curse you to your face.”

C. God limits Satan’s activity (2:6)

“…he is in your hands; but you must spare his life.”

Bodily afflictions bring great spiritual challenges.  



“So Satan went out from the presence of the Lord and afflicted Job with painful sores…”
A. From within ourselves (2:7,8)

1.  Physical discomfort

“…scraped himself…”

2. Emotional unrest
“…as he sat among the ashes.”

Cf. 2:12; 7:1, 4, 14, 16; 16:16; 17:1; 19:20; 30:15f; 30:30

B. From third parties (2:9)

“His wife said to him, ‘Are you still holding on to your integrity? Curse God and die!”
