B.  Paul’s gospel was heartily approved by the Jerusalem brothers.

A.  Titus was received by the Jerusalem brothers. 
“Yet not even Titus…was compelled to be circumcised…”
  


B.  False brothers were rejected by the apostles.

“Because some false brothers infiltrated our ranks to spy on the freedom…to make us slaves…”
